Title: Technical Visit to the training adventure-ship “HUAN” (乘風航) – jointly organized with HKIE-MMNC

Programme highlights

Adventure-Ship was the first Hong Kong sailing program ever targeted towards youth with disabilities providing educational and recreational training at sea. The wooden sail junk HUAN was the first training adventure ship, she was refurbished in 1977 as floating class room for these young persons of Hong Kong. Over the 30 years period, she carried over 150,000 trainees of different abilities and faced the challenges of the sea sailing in the region as far as to Philippines. She was replaced by the new HUAN in May 2006.

The purpose of the visit is to allow members to have the opportunity to study/ appreciate the technical design, operation and the main functions of the new Jockey Club HUAN, which is a Chinese style three-masted sailing junk in aluminum hull and spans a massive 34.5m, 8m width and 25.2m tall at the mast. The new HUAN is a purpose built vessel with training facilities for people with disabilities to participate in innovative and carefully designed sea activities for trainees to work cooperatively and push themselves in a supportive environment, making the vessel unique in Hong Kong and the World of this type.
