Synopsis: 
In the year 2003, several spaceships were heading for Mars.  Of these spaceships, three are having a lander program.  The seminar gives an overview of Hong Kong's involvements in the most important Lander Program, the Beagle 2, which is the only Lander with the capability of detecting Life on Mars.
