Title:  Joint Seminar on “Survey System for Local Vessels under the New Ordinance & The Engineer and the Shrinking World of Globalization “
      (Jointly organized with Hong Kong Institution of Engineers (Mechanical, Marine, Naval Architecture and Chemical Division)
Synopsis: (1) Survey System for Local Vessels under the New Ordinance - (a) To introduce the Merchant Shipping (Local Vessels) Ordinance; (b) The need for the changes of the survey system for local vessels; (c) To compare the existing and future survey systems for local vessels; (d) the concerns of local vessels industry in the new survey system  (2) The Engineer and the Shrinking World of Globalization - The accelerating pace of Globalization in the last two decades is catapulting China and India from mere developing Third World nations to heights that could transform them to world’s leading economic powers by the middle of this century. He joined the Government of India as Engineer and Ship Surveyor in 1954 served for 12 years, and then joined Marine Department of Hong Kong Government in 1967 as Surveyor of Ships and retired in 1986 as Principal Surveyor of Ships. Mr Makhija obtained his MBA from the University of East Asia, Macau, in 1986. Mr Makhija was the first Asian to become Chairman of the Hong Kong Joint Branch of the RINA and the IMarEST..
