Proposed Amendment to the Constitution and By Law

At the General Council Meeting on 12 June 2003, the General Council has proposed and approved the following amendments to the By-Laws.  It is now proposed for approval by members at the AGM.  

(1) Amend Paragraph 2.2.6 as follows:
“2.2.6……    (a) he is at least twenty five one years of age;”

(2) Add Paragraph 2.9 as follows :
“2.9   Mature Candidate’s Route

(a) Every candidate, applied direct to the class of Fellow through the mature candidate’s route, is at least thirty five years of age;  have at least a suitable education and have held a superior position of responsibility and their contribution to Maritime Engineering/Technology and Science or equivalent for at least 15 years; and has attained a position of such experience in his profession by his contribution to the science or practice of Maritime Engineering/Technology and Science as to qualify for admission as a Fellow.
(b) Every candidate, applied to the class of Member through the mature candidate’s route, is at least thirty five years of age; have at least a suitable education and have held a position of increasing responsibility and their contribution to Maritime Engineering/Technology and Science or equivalent for at least 12 years; and has attained a position of such experience in his profession by his contribution to the science or practice of Maritime Engineering/Technology and Science as to qualify for admission as a Member.”
(3) Add Paragraph 2.10 as follows : 
“2.10   Communication

English is the usual language as written communication for the Institute through which exchange at international level is of prime importance. Chinese language can also be used as required.”
