Title:  Joint Seminar on " Works Safety on Vessels and Freight Containers Safety in Hong Kong” 

       (Jointly organized with Hong Kong Institution of Engineers (Mechanical, Marine, Naval Architecture and Chemical Division)
Speaker :  Mr. F. P. Leung has been working as Shipping Safety Officer of Marine Department, HKSAR for more than 12 years after he obtained his First Class Certificate of Competency as Marine Engineer Officer. He has being widely involved in marine industrial safety matters and is currently responsible for drafting new legislation and codes of practice for marine industrial safety. Mr. LEUNG is occasionally involved in part-time teaching of safety issues in the City University of Hong Kong and Hong Kong Baptist University.

Synopsis : This seminar will highlight the major new requirements under the proposed Merchant Shipping (Local Vessels) (Works) Regulation and Shipping and Port Control (Works) Regulation, subsidiary legislations of Cap.548 and Cap.313 respectively (which will be enforced by end of 2006), on the work safety on vessels including the testing and examination of lifting equipment, safety training of workers and supervisors, and personal protective equipment. 

The seminar will also cover the major requirements including the structural safety requirements and test standards on freight containers under the Freight Containers (Safety) Ordinance, Cap.506. The purpose of this Ordinance is to implement the “International Convention for Safe Containers, 1972" in Hong Kong with the aim to standardize the requirements for testing, inspection and approval of containers, and to prescribe procedures for their maintenance, examination and control so as to ensure safety in their handling, stacking and transportation.
