SYMPOSIUM OBJECTIVES AND SCOPE :

The first symposium of this kind jointly organized by Hong Kong and Guangdong learned societies was held in Guangzhou in 1997 which had attracted around 220 participants. This second symposium will provide a forum for exchange of information on the recent development on ship-building and ship-repairing in the southern part of China including Hong Kong. Scope of the symposium will be focused on the new technologies/innovation, modern management with concepts in quality control, systems and procedures to ensure reliability and environmental impacts on the ship-building / ship-repairing industry. The symposium includes a half-day technical visit to one of the shipyards in Guangzhou.

The symposium will be sub-divided into the following two main themes:
· New Technologies / innovation

· Quality Control, Reliability and Modern Management

Papers are called for the above titles. Interested authors should submit an abstract with their name and the title of the paper on or before 7 February 2003. Quality papers will be selected by Paper Committee of the Organizers. Successful authors will be notified by mid February for submission of the full paper in print-ready A4-format on or before 7 March 2003.
